The Stargard Museum’s year-book is devoted to the history and culture of Stargard itself, the 
Stargard district and the historic Pomerania. The current volume contains the following essays: 
Early urban centres and monasteries in the times of missions (11th to 12th centuries) in north- 
eastern Germany; Region March-Pruzzia of Saxon Province of the Order of Saint Augustine;  
A few knightly families from the frontier between Stargard Land and the New March between 
the 13th and the 16th centuries; Relics of castles in Szadzko (Saatzig) and Krępcewo (Kremzow), 
district Stargard. Compilation of the results of airborne laser scanning, archival cartography and 
iconography, historic data and field verification; Saint Michael’s church in Lüneburg as com-
pared to Hinrik Bremer’s construction design; Pomeranians in the Holy Land (until the end of 
the 16th century).
